A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEGUIN, TEXAS,
AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF EIGHT (8) 2026 FORD F-150 RESPONDER
TRUCKS FOR THE SEGUIN POLICE DEPARTMENT IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO
EXCEED $869,627.72; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL
NECESSARY DOCUMENTS; AND DECLARING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Seguin Police Department is transitioning its fleet procurement strategy from
leasing vehicles to purchasing vehicles, allowing the department to maintain vehicles longer than
four years and expand the size of the agency's patrol division; and

WHEREAS, purchasing new vehicles specifically assigned to the patrol sergeant rank will allow
six existing marked units to be returned to the general patrol fleet; and

WHEREAS, the 2026 Ford F-150 Responder is a pursuit-rated, four-wheel drive truck that meets
the operational needs of the Seguin Police Department; and

WHEREAS, the City intends to purchase the eight (8) vehicles, including necessary upfitting and
additional equipment, through an authorized dealer utilizing The Interlocal Purchasing System
(TIPS), which satisfies all state competitive bidding requirements; and

WHEREAS, City staff has reviewed the proposal, found that it meets all required specifications,
and recommends approval of the purchase in an amount not to exceed $869,627.72, with funding to
be secured in the mid-year budget for Fiscal Year 2025-2026.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
SEGUIN, TEXAS:

Part 1. The City Council hereby approves the purchase of eight (8) 2026 Ford F-150 Responder
trucks, including upfitting and additional equipment, for the Seguin Police Department for a price
not to exceed $869,627.72.

Part 2. The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to
complete this purchase on behalf of the City of Seguin.

Part 3. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
