WHEREAS, authorization would allow Information Technology to upgrade existing technology to an enterprise class solution for its virtual server and data storage; and

WHEREAS, authorization would allow the City’s 87 virtual servers to be provided through Microsoft, improviing the overall package from the City’s current arrangement; and

WHEREAS, the cost of this acquisition is $605,000, via a statewide procurement contract through Texas Department of Information Resources; and

WHEREAS, staff recommend authorization of new Purchase Orders not exceeding the above-stated amount.
