A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEGUIN, TEXAS APPROVING A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH TRIHYDRO CORPORATION FOR THE CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION AND INSPECTION SERVICES ON THE RIVER OAK WASTEWATER IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT; AND DECLARING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City Council previously approved a professional service agreement with Trihydro Corporation for engineering services related to the River Oak interceptor and Pecan Orchard lift station expansion project; and

WHEREAS, the above referenced project is critical for the City to accommodate the increased wastewater demand in the vicinity of FM 725 and SH 46 due to rapid residential and commercial growth; and

WHEREAS, the services proposed by Trihydro Corporation for the Project are construction administration and inspection services; and

WHEREAS, city staff recommends entering into a professional services agreement in the amount of $2,170,000.00 submitted by Trihydro Corporation plus $326,000.00 in contingencies for a not to exceed the amount of $2,496,000.00; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Seguin, Texas:

Part 1. The City Council of Seguin, Texas, hereby approves the professional services agreement submitted by Trihydro Corporation in the amount of $2,170,000.00 for construction administration and inspection services on the River Oak Wastewater Improvements Project, plus $326,000.00 in contingencies for a not to exceed the amount of $2,496,000.00.

Part 2. The City Council finds that Trihydro Corporation is an appropriate professional service provider for construction administration and inspection services based on their demonstrated competence and qualifications and the proposed not-to-exceed price for this service is fair and reasonable.

Part 3. The City Manager is authorized to enter into an agreement with Trihydro Corporation for the River Oak Wastewater Improvements Project's construction administration and inspection services.

Part 4. This Resolution is effective from and after the date of its passing.
